PASTORAL COLUMN  

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
During the month of June, we celebrated an unbelievable number of funerals. For 

the first couple of weeks, there were four funerals a week, which tapered off to three a 
week. This was unheard of in our parish history. When a call regarding a funeral comes 
into the office, everything in the liturgy department stops to attention is addressed to the 
needs of the family. Calendars must be coordinated between the funeral home, the family, the church 
facilities and the priests and deacons. And then, there are the liturgical ministers that are needed such 
as an organist, cantor, lectors, Extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion, incense, etc. Phone calls 
begin to set up a òbereavementó meal following the funeral as a gift to the family from our 
community in their time of grief and mourning. Meanwhile there are baptisms and weddings to plan 
that include numerous phone calls and emails; and that doesnõt mention the weekend liturgies to plan. 
So, I thought I would take this opportunity to review our parishõs approach to funerals. 

A funeral should never be planned without consultation with the parishõs liturgy office. That 
may seem obvious, but sometimes people make plans with the funeral home and then call 
us to learn that another funeral is already planned for the same day. Or, there is no priest 
available that day for a funeral. Or they want a bereavement meal following the funeral and 
our facilities are not available. Most of the area funeral homes know to call us before 
finalizing a time; but, itõs important that we are called as soon as possible after the death.  

The family is invited to meet with a member of our liturgy department to determine what type 
of funeral is appropriate. The norm for a Catholic Funeral would be the Vigil of the 
Deceased the night before the funeral Mass and then a funeral Mass on the day of burial. If 
the person is an immediate relative of a parishioner and is not a Catholic, the norm would 
be a Funeral Liturgy Outside of Mass if the family is requesting the funeral to be at the 
Catholic Church rather than the denomination of the deceased. The family chooses 
scripture readings, liturgical music for the celebration and talk about the life of the 
deceased. The offer of the bereavement meal is presented to the family and then the family 
contact name is turned over to our bereavement ministry. 

More and more families are choosing cremation, something which the Catholic Church does allow. 
However, following the most ancient Christian tradition, the Church insistently recommends that the bodies of the 
deceased be buried in cemeteries or other sacred places. In memory of the death, burial and resurrection of the Lord, the 
mystery that illumines the Christian meaning of death, burial is above all the most fitting way to express faith and hope 
in the resurrection of the body. According to a recent Vatican Document regarding the practice of 
cremation, the Church states: In circumstances when cremation is chosen because of sanitary, economic or social 
considerations, this choice must never violate the explicitly-stated or the reasonably inferable wishes of the deceased 
faithful. The Church raises no doctrinal objections to this practice, since cremation of the deceasedõs body does not affect 
his or her soul, nor does it prevent God, in his omnipotence, from raising up the deceased body to new life. However, 
the document continues: When, for legitimate motives, cremation of the body has been chosen, the ashes of the 
faithful must be laid to rest in a sacred place, that is, in a cemetery or, in certain cases, in a church or an 
area, which has been set aside for this purpose, and so dedicated by the competent ecclesial authority.  Simply put, we, 
as Catholics, are not allowed to keep the ashes in a domestic residence, nor may ashes be divided 
among various family members, nor may ashes be scattered to the land or sea. To read the complete 
document, go to our website: www.silcc.org and on the bottom right corner, under documents, click 
on the name of the document.

Humility is the good word 
Among Saint Benedictõs celebrated Rules for monastic living were 
guidelines for the cellarerñthe person in charge of the monas-
teryõs provisions. The cellarer safeguarded and dispensed the 
monasteryõs food and drink and adhered to quotas set by the 
abbot. During lean times when there was little to distribute, ten-
sions and resentments could easily surface. Therefore, in his wis-
dom, Benedict considered humility to be the most important 
characteristic of the cellarer: òAbove all things let him have hu-
mility; and if he has nothing else to give let him give a good word 
in answer, for it is written, ôA good word is above the best 
giftõ (Ecclesiastes 18:17).ó Whenever you are in a position of 
sharing provisions with others, keep the cellarerõs rule for a hum-
ble and kind heart in mind. 

WEDNESDAY , JULY  12 
Take a fresh look 
More than anything else, Jesus has one basic message: The king-
dom of God is at hand. He proclaimed it had begun and was on its 
way to fulfillment. In it is everything he was, taught, did, and wants 
us to learn and do: Love God and one another wholeheartedly, 
especially those who are deprived in some way. Forgive as God has 
forgiven you. Be open to a new and different way of seeing the 
world and acting, one that brings everyone together in God. Are 
you ready to enter the Kingdom?

Becoming a Catholic at the age of 21, she demon-
strated her devotion at the expense of the goodwill of the extended 
family that had taken her in. After enduring derision and cruelty, 
the òLily of the Mohawksó escaped to a mission settlement and 
there taught children and cared for the sick and elderly. She is now 
regarded as the special patroness of Catholic Native Americans and 
has united native peoples across North America. When the yoke 
seems heaviest, may we too find reason to hope in Christ.
