COLUMNA PASTORAL  

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
In our return to Ordinary Time, I would like to take the opportunity to remind us all of a few policies 

and procedures which help to govern us as a community. Every family has òhouse rulesó (maybe momõs rules), 
but each family member has certain expectations to fulfill to make it all work together for those who come to-
gether. So, please allow me this time to start the year with a few reminders.  

First, for the safety of all, please do not park in the areas marked with red curbs and designated as fire zones. These 
areas are to be kept clear for easy access for emergency vehicles such as fire trucks and ambulances. While one may think that 
it doesnõt really matter ð or one may exempt him/herself from the rule ð in time of need it does matter. We have people 
blocking in others ð one car pulled up and had three cars blocked in. Perhaps the driver thought that no one would be leav-
ing until the end of Mass; but, what about the emergency phone call and you need to leave now? One car was parked in the 
driveway itself, as if the person just pulled up, turned off the engine, and got out, leaving the car where it was. When we live 
and function as a community, each of should be thinking of the others: how can I assist my brother or sister to grow closer 
to Christ? Do my actions aid or hinder the opportunity of others to know Christ? Parking seems to be something simple; 
however, it can be very trying when life is already complicated. Beginning this weekend, parking stickers will be affixed to the 
driverõs side window as a warning that you have parked in a non-compliant way within the specially zoned parking.  

Secondly, my New Yearõs resolution this year is to allow those empowered with responsibilities to do their own 
work. Sounds simple, doesnõt it? But, you would be surprised at how many òask Fatheró I get in a day! We have a very capa-
ble staff that is ready to assist in many ways. But each member holds only a portion of the òwhole pictureó. In theory every-
one seems to understand that. But, in practice, all too often it turns into òletõs ask Fatheró. And then, when Father says that 
you should speak with X or Y or Z, people walk away òhuffy,ó thinking they have been dismissed by Father. Friends, thatõs 
not the case at all. As much as I, as pastor, try to stay on top of things, with a parish this size and all that is going on every 
day, I just cannot keep up. Itõs more accurate, precise and up to date to allow another person with updated information to 
speak to his/her department. If anything, Hurricane Harvey showed us the level of competency among the parish staff. We 
live in a fast-paced society and want answers and things done as they enter our minds. Sometimes, itõs better to go to the 
source and patiently wait for what we need. And, other times, itõs a matter that Father just doesnõt know everything! A good 
place to begin in searching out answers to your questions is our parish website: www.silcc.org.  

Finally, as construction begins, we all need to be mindful to stay away from areas that are under construction. We all 
have that sense of being inquisitive and wanting to see what is going on. However, construction zones can be dangerous: 
wires hanging, items left on the floor, pieces of wood and metal sticking out, etc. Please do not enter any area under con-
struction without proper permission. We will keep you all posted to what is going on and when there is opportunity, allow 
you to enter to see the progress of the work.  

OK ð on to other things é 
We have established a Reservation Chapel in the Gonzaga Center. The Blessed Sacrament is reserved in one of the 

rooms off the lobby of Sexton Hall and is available for private prayer during our regular office hours. Feel free to come and 
spend time before the Lord. 

We are taking the opportunity to òupgradeó our main altar a little during this time of reconstruction. Four angels are 
being added to the four corners of the altar. Each angel is in a stance of adoration before the altar of the Lord and is holding 
an object needed in sacred worship. One holds incense; one holds a harp; one holds bread; and one holds a chalice. Because 
the angels were not part of the original altar, we are looking for donors to cover the additional cost. If you are interested in 
donating one of the angels, just òask Father.ó
